The purpose of this assignment is to plan nursing care for a community as client Students will formulate a
plan of care for health promotion based on the nursing process. Students will submit a written care plan
including:

e Assessments that they would do

e Nursing Diagnosis(es)

e Planning strategies with the client

e Interventions that they would expect

e Evaluation strategies for the planned care
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Use APA 7" edition formatting. Include a title page. Maximum of ten (10) pages double-spaced.

3. Final Exam

The most common forms of plagiarism are copying or
paraphrasing another authot’s work without proper acknowledgement, using the ideas or lines of
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reasoning of another author’s work without proper acknowledgement, submitting work to which someone
else has made substantial improvements to the content, and submitting the same work for multiple courses
without approval. Plagiarism can be judged to have occurred if the instructor has both the submitted
material and the original source that was copied or if the student is unable to explain the terminology or
ideas of a submission.

Late Assignment Policy:

To obtain credit in the course, ALL assignments, examinations, and quizzes must be completed. Students
are expected to make every effort to complete assignments on time. Assignment submissions are expected
on the date determined by the faculty. If extensions are necessary, they may be requested up to 48 hours
prior to the assignment due date and should be submitted in writing to the faculty member involved. Not
all extensions will be granted. In exceptional situations, extension requests within the 48-hour period may
be considered. Late assignments will have 5% of total marks (or one letter grade) for the assignment
deducted for each day/partial day (including weekend days) beyond the due time.
